The Identity of Yi ( Physician) in Wei Jin and Southern and Northern Dynasties

YAN Yao-zhong
Not only did i ( physicians) maintain their special identity and successfully prevent themselves from fall—
ing into lower social classes but they also had opportunity to move upwards to higher classes in this histori—
cal period known for its strict social hierarchy. The reason lay in the special nature and universal signifi—
cance of medical work which was particularly conducive to reducing social closedness and maintain up—

ward social mobility.

Epistemic Reconstruction of Children and Their Identity in Medieval China JIANG Huan
The present author contends that by means of medical authority new medical ethics had the medical
standard respecting children epistemically reconstructed in the period spanning from Qin-Han down to Sui-
Tang. At the same time the new system regarding economic age redefined the identity of children and the
legal redefinition of children was thus ensued. Consequently there was a more economic and more lenient

handling of juvenile delinquency.

Ban on Backdoor Deals and Operation of Imperial Censorate in Song Dynasty YANG Guang
Contrary to the general idea that the Song central governments ban on backdoor deals did not work well in
restricting senior ministers” malpractice through their private social network the present paper argues that
this ban was to some extent effective. It particularly points out that the ban not only helped the imperial
censorate operate more efficiently but also imposed restrictions on high officials”factional activities and in—

formation brokers”underhand deals.

Reexamination of Worship of Lord Lindeng in Xiapu of Fujian GALI Jia-ze & YANG Fu—xue
Arguing against those who disapprovingly hold that Lindeng a “Master of Manichean Law from Jihan”

had played a crucial transitional role in the development of Manichaeism the present paper demonstrates
that in places such as Xiapu there was indeed the worship of Lord Lindeng which has been corrobora—
ted by textual and archaeological evidences. Where the time of emergence of this worship an incremental

reconstruction of popular Manichean belief was concerned it should be no later than early Ming.

The Standardization of Reed Marsh Taxation in Ming PANG Xuan-in
The present author divides the standardization of luzheng ( reed marsh taxation) into three phases that is
the initial phase from the founding of Ming to Hongzhi reign ( 1488-4505) the reformative phase in Jia—
jing reign ( 15224566) and the metamorphic phase starting from Wanli reign ( 15734620) . The reason

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why luzheng transformed from an occasional levy to a principal tax should be ascribed to the increase in
size of marshes and fiscal restraint of the state. The promulgation of state ordinances regarding luzheng

marked the successful standardization of this tax.

The Rise and Fall of Zhejiang-Style Guqin in Ming MA Jun-yi
Zhejiang-style Guqin ( seven-stringed musical instrument popular in ancient China) witnessed a significant
growth in Ming. It was a matched rival of Jiangsu-style Guqin in early Ming and soon became dominant in
Jiajing reign ( 1522-4566) . Then in late Ming this school was dichotomized into lyricized and lyricless

ones among which the latter finally won out and the former was treated as something vulgar.

Art Work Prices in Ming$§ Jiangnan GAO Yun-cheng
Not only did the price of art work in Ming$ Jiangnan reflect the common character of general commodities
but it also indicated the art works difference in comparison with other commodities. In the mid—and late
Ming literati made prices in light of theory of appreciation. Attaching same importance to antiques and
art work produced at that time showed Ming people$ creation and appreciation of art was not only based on

traditional Chinese culture but also kept abreast of the time.

Jiang Shaokui$§ Autumn Mountains and General Situation of Late Ming CHENG Zai & LIU Ao
Applying a multidimensional investigation of a landscape painting authored by Jiang Shaokui a late Ming
official the present paper concludes that this painting was closely related not only to a series of political
strives but also to Li Zhongchun a renowned intellectual. Furthermore it contends that a multidimen—

sional examination of nonconventional historical materials such as paintings is worth considering.

Official Information and Current Affairs: Changes Taking Place in Imperial Gazettes of Late Qing

Digging into changes taking place in the forms of imperial gazettes in China we find that there were both
continuity and breakthroughs. The present paper analyzed the change of content in which the official in—
formation respecting personnel management was gradually replaced with current affairs and contends that
this change was an embodiment of Qing%s transformation from conventional authorities to modern govern—

ment.

Seasonal and Transregional Operation of Tea Merchants for Domestic Market in Late Qing: A
Study of Taichangfa Firm ZHANG Yi & HUANG Yi-biao
Present authors having their research based on account book of Taichangfa firm conduct an in-depth
study domestic tea trade in late Qing. According to them Huizhous tea merchants who financially made
use of traditional clan network collected green tea in upper reaches of Xinan River; then by inland nav-
igation and sea transportation shipped tea from Ningbo to Fuzhou where tea was reprocessed into fine
jasmine tea; and finally sold all products in Beijing. Taichangfa epitomized the endogenous driving force

of traditional Chinese business.
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Sun Zhongshans Trip to Beijing and Tianjin ( 19244925) and Abdicated Qing Royal Familys Re-
sponse LI Zai-quan
The abdicated Qing royal family became the object of revolutionary camp again since Puyi the last emper—
or was driven out of Forbidden City by Feng Yuxiang in November 1924. Sun Zhongshan ( Sun Yat-
sen) played a pivotal role in this course. During his trip to Beijing and Tianjin Sun repeated his stand a—
gainst Qing royal family and refused to give the family preferential treatment. This resulted in an irrecon—

cilable relation of Sun and Puyi.

The Communist Party of China and Founding of Communist Party of Taiwan through Prism of
History of Shanghai University LI Zhi-ming
The Communist Party of Taiwan ( CPT)  supported by the Communist Party of China ( CPC) emerged in
Shanghai in 1928. It was in Shanghai University a CPCed revolutionary institution of tertiary education

that the CPC provided guidance for the CPT. This university was theoretically and organizationally con—
ducive to the founding of the CPT. It is worth reconstructing this history in the year celebrating the CPC%

centenary.

Remolding Image and Discourse. The Communist Party of China’s Commemoration of Lenin in
National Revolution ZHOU You
The present author reexamines how the CPC made effort to interconnect the Chinese revolution and the
party itself with Leninism and Lenin as the great teacher of world proletarian revolution in commemorating
Lenin in the course of National Revolution. As a consequence not only did the CPC developed its own
representation of Lenin and Leninism but it also successfully correlated the two revolutionary traditions re—

presented by Lenin and Sun Zhongshan ( Sun Yat-sen) respectively.

A Study of Left Publications in Republican China TANG Xiao-bing
The present paper investigating left-wing journals that epitomized the remarkable social sciences fever by
publishing essays on the dis/advantages of social natural and technical sciences conceptual reconstruc—
tion of social sciences and revolutionary knowledge and relationship between social sciences and Chinas
way out of predicament concludes that there had been a radical idea of social reform which surpassed

May Fourths pluralistic enlightenment and significantly influenced the revolutionary culture in the 1920s.

Hyperinflation in the Northeast Liberated Area and the Communist Party of Chinas Responses
PAN Xiao—xia
During the War of Liberation ( 1946-4949) the Communist Party of China ( CPC) was confronted with
severe financial pressure evidenced by currency oversupply skyrocketing prices and hyperinflation. Con-—
trary to the Kuomintang controlled area the Northeast liberated area did not experience wild hyperinfla—
tion. The reasons were attributed to the CPC% land-sliding military victories in this region and to the party
§ extraordinary ability to regulate and mobilize which maximized the centralization of resources and con—

sequently put an end to speculation and hyperinflation.

Changes in the Central Committee of the CPC$ Handling of Amethyst Incident YANG Kui-song
The present author contends that on the one hand both sides could only negotiate through lowdevel mili—
tary officers due to the London regime$ maintaining diplomatic relations with Guomindang and the CPC%
irrecognition of British foreign service officers; and on the other hand conflicting ideas existing in the
London regime disturbed the CPC%s perception of this incident. As a result there were changes taking

place in the CPC% policies.

The 1949 Amethyst Incident shattered Britons”illusion of empire and caused a stir in Britain. The Tories
treated this incident as an embodiment of the Labor Party$ negligence of duty and the Labors attempted to
shift the blame. In the wake of Edward Youdes diplomatic fiasco the British regime mobilized propagan—
dists to mythologize this incident. British media exerted themselves to the utmost to fabricate a saga of

HMS Amethyst.

Factional Strives and Origin of Northward Learning in First Half of Eighteenth Century in Joseon

In face of the depleted intellectual resources and societywide poverty members of different political fac—
tions in Joseon dynasty tried to find a solution. The liberal-minded Southerners proposed an evolutionist
program based on established tradition; the aggressive Young School suggested Korea directly follow the
example of Qing; and the conservative Old School preferred a controlled learning from China. All these

could be regarded as harbingers Northward Learning.

A Dualistic Diplomacy: The U. S. Government and Its Diplomats in Late Nineteenth-Century s
Korea HAO Qun-huan
The United States played a significant role in breaking the conventional suzerainty involving China and Ko-
rea since the late nineteenth century when Western powers forcibly opened Koreas door. Events such as
the recall of G. C. Foulk Park Chung Yangs visit to America and Owen N. Denny$ succession indicated
that the Washington regime and its diplomats had different understanding of Korea policy. One idealisti—
cally handled affairs from the Korean perspective and the other pragmatically put Korea in the East Asian

context.
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
